Warblers’ Trail

½ miles 
/ 0.8 km
Allow

Firm, largely smooth 
gravel surface 
throughout. Generally 
flat with some short 
moderate ramps. 
Some patches may be 
slightly muddy.

Watch for warblers flitting among the young 
trees on this short winding trail.

The car park for Foggieton is on Baillieswells 
Road, 1 ¼ miles north of Bieldside. From the 
North Deeside Road (A93), follow the turning 
signposted for ‘Blacktop’.

From the north end, take the turning signposted 
for ‘Bieldside’ from Countesswells Road. 
Foggieton is ¼ mile down this road.

Wander through the magnificent mature beech 
wood and look for blackberries and raspberries in 
the summer and autumn.
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
