Concept - A process of sympatheitc restocking retaining a strong core of commercial conifer with an emphasis to re-establish a native woodland matrix through

the forest. Retain open hill access while gradually reducing sheep numbers through careful and selective grazing management. The establishment of woodland

will enhance the internal landscape values and the main West Highland Way footpath while improving the poor quality of the present forest outline. The new planting
area has been identified as one of the WW1 centenary woodlands.
