In accordance with the published Scottish Forestry
“Cultivation of Upland Woodland Creation Sites — Applicants
Guide, 2021”, the plan should incorporate low risk ground
preparation techniques during new planting and restocking
to minimise soil and carbon losses to air and water.

SEPA does not hold information on private water supplies.

The documents displayed at the public consultation
informed the public of FLS’s long-term intention to
expand native mountain woodland and montane
scrub habitat in much of the open hill of Clunes.
