
TIMBER HAULAGE
Analysis:
Shared access along forest road from forest entrance to
Castlecraig forest.
Concept
Consult with shared access user prior to future harvesting
operations to minimise possibility of simultaneous haulage
operations.

WOODFEUL / BIODIVERSITY
Analysis:
Low lying shletered areas and good soil types provide opportunities to
increase species diversity.

Concept
Establish new areas of productive broadleaf and manage existing stands
through Low Impact Silvicultural systems to provide a sustainable supply of
woodfuel.

BIODIVERSITY
Analysis: Invasive non-native speices negatively  impacting on
woodland biodiversity.

Concept:
Implement biosecurity measures to prevent the spread of
Salmonberry as a result of future forestry operations. Begin to control
and remove Salmonberry populations, focussing initial efforts on
areas of greater ecological value including riparian zones and areas
of semi-native woodland, as well as forest boundaries to prevent any
further spread into neighbouring properties.

HABITAT DIVERSITY
Analysis:
Existing features including veteran trees, open areas,
isolated stands of windblow/ deadwood and "Old" >60yr
conifer stands provide a range of important habitat
types and structural diversity across the forest.
Concept:
Retain these features in order to maintain and enhance
opportunities for biodiversity and priority species
including red squirrel, raptors and pine marten. Manage
areas  appropriately as Long Term Retention, Natural
Reserves or open ground.

HARVESTING
Analysis:
Remaining areas of first rotation conifer crops
provide limited structural diversity.

Concept:
Increase forest resilience and adaptability by
continuing to diversify the forest structure
through planned felling and restocking.

RESILIENCE:
Analysis:
Pooer soil types and high exposure limiti species
choice in some areas.
Concept:
Where conidtions allow increase the mix of
productive species to build resilience against pest
and diseases, and any potential changes in
growing conditions due to climate change.

PUBLIC ACCESS
Analysis:
Access along the Right of Way has
become restricted over the years due to
tree growth.

Concept:
Establish a new permanent open ride
along Right Of Way, post clearfelling, to
provide access between sites.

DEER
Analysis:
Browsing from local deer populations threatens
successful tree establishment and the
enhancement of biodiversity.

Concept:
Improve deer control to reduce browsing pressure
in order to secure natural regeneration of
broadleaves and allow the establishment of soft
conifer species.

SILVICULTURE:
Analysis:
Favourable ground conditions and soil
types provide opportunity for silvicultural

Concept:
Establish a thinning program aimed at
improving stand stability and timber quality
through regular & timely thinning
operations.

WATER QUALITY / BIODIVERSITY
Analysis:
Maintain water quality and improve ecological
connectivity.

Concept:
Continue to develop a permanent habitat structure of
broadleaf woodland and open habitat types within the
riparian zone, through the process of forest
restructuring.
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
