1½ miles 
/ 2.3 km
Allow

Uneven gravel surface 
with grassy and earthy 
sections. Parts may 
be narrow, rocky or 
muddy. Several fairly 
steep slopes. Includes 
a narrow opening, 
sections of boardwalk 
and some steps.

A magical trail that weaves through some 
stately oak, beech, larch and fir trees to reach a 
viewpoint overlooking Loch Sunart.

From the village shop, walk west across the 
bridge over the River Strontian. Our green sign 
marking the beginning of the trail will be directly 
ahead of you.
