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The former Laigh Greenholes Lime Works has been 
retained as open space for its heritage and ecological 
value. This has been complemented by native 
broadleaf planting around its edge

Utilities buffers will be retained as open space, with 
low-height native broadleaf fringes to minimise risk of 
interference from larger trees 

A mix of conifer species have been selected based 
on appropriatness for site conditions and suitability 
to meet productive conifer objectives

The riparian edge includes open 
space and wet woodland planting 
to establish a high quality habitat 
and permanent forest edge in this 
location 

The existing network of mature beech hedgerows 
have been retained and will be managed for safety. 
New native broadleaf planting will enhance this 
existing habitat and maintain a permanent broadleaf 
presence across the woodland

Lewinside has been designed to ensure that visual 
impacts of planting and future management are 
minimised and an attractive woodland area is 
established

The Ash Archive area should provide a meaningful 
contribution to preserving this valuable UK species. 
If the project cannot go ahead in this location, a 
broadleaf mix will be planted here instead
