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Glen Etive and Glen Fyne have Special Protections Area (SPA) 
for Golden eagle. Thie area is also classed and Wild Land. Care
needs to be taken to preserve the wildness of the area, 
particularly from potential seed rain from SS

All of Glen Orchy and Glen Lochy forest block is within the Local
Landscape Area (previously Area of Panoramic Quality), where 
any development having an adverse effect on the landscape
quality will be resisted, and the highest standards will be required

Glen Orchy falls just outside Ben Nevis and Glen Coe 
National Scenic Area (NSA) with its 'mountain grandeur' 
and 'interrelationship of mountains, moor, glens and lochs'. 

Glen Etive and Glen Fyne Special Protections Area (SPA) 
for Golden eagle, and the Wild Land area continue on the 
South side of Glen Orchy and Glen Lochy forest blocks. 
Discussion is needed on how to help link therse two areas
particularly for the benefit of Golden eagle.

Ben Lui SSSI abutting FLS land is predominantly high altitude
habitats of exceptionally diverse and rare flora, mainly in 
unfavourable condition, usually through excessive grazing.
FLS could ensure their condition does not deteriorate further 
by preventing seed rain of SS, considering how to expand
the habitats on FLS land and alerting Naturescot to any 
changes in grazing through fencing or culling

Allt Broighleachan SSSI is a Caledonian Forest Reserve, 
a fragmented relic of Blackmount and Glen Orchy Pine 
wood forest. In 1998 the 20 year plan was to consolidate
 the Pine in the Regeneration Zone and extend pine 
wood into the Allt Broighleachan gorge. This has stalled 
due to access issues??

Loch Lomonds and the Trossachs National Park boundary 
runs along the FLS boundary and cuts off the Eastern extent 
of FLS forest both North and South of Glen Lochy. It is 
renowned for its 'wild rugged highlands contrasting with 
pastural lowland' and a 'rich variety of woodland'.

Mapped Caledonian Pinewood shows how fragmented these
pieces of woodland are. Consideration is needed of how to 
work towards linking with fragments outwith FLS land

Ben Lui SAC, covers roughly the same area as Ben Lui SSSI, and
follows the same objectives. It incudes 2 EU predominantly high
altitude priority habitats of exceptionally diverse and rare flora,
 mainly in unfavourable condition, that are sensitive to the level of
grazing. FLS should ensure their condition does not deteriorate
further by preventing seed rain of SS, considering how to expand 
he habitats on FLS land, and alerting Naturescot to any changes in
grazing either through fencing or culling.

Allt Coire Chailein SSSI is designated because 
of the fluvial geomorphology. As this is linked 
to that glen, there is no relevance to the LMP.

Part of Succoth forest block comes within the 
Potentially Vulnerable Area (PVA) of Succoth, 
but is a small enough percentage of the total 
area to have minimal effect on flooding.
