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'Taliesin' - a community woodland 
owned and managed by South West 
Community Woodlands Trust (SWCWT)

Coppice woodland managed 
by SWCWT through a management 
agreement with FLS

Ash is naturally regenerating along 
these slopes but may be vulnerable 
to ash die-back in the future

Brown earths are the dominant soil type 
across Doach, Potterland and the lower 
slopes of Screel, offering excellent 
opportunities for diverse tree species 
and high yields

Roe deer numbers are relatively high. The provision 
of suitably placed deer glades is important to 
maintain the culling pressure and to avoid emigration 
deer pressures to neighbours

Feral pigs have been sighted in a number 
of locations around the edge of Screel

Natural regeneration of western hemlock 
is prolific in recently restocked coupes 
on these lower slopes

The open ground along the top of 
Screel Hill is a mosaic of rocky outcrops, 
bog, acid grassland and heath

100 year old stands of Douglas fir create a 
'big tree' feel on the lower slopes here

Impressive stands of 100 year old 
Douglas fir and western hemlock.

Restocking is beginning to lower the upper 
forest edge (in keeping with the current forest plan). 
Is this still appropriate? 
Will there be natural regeneration? 

Restructuring progress has been hampered 
by the need to remove larch from the forest 
due to Phytophthora ramorum

Only two known heritage features are present in the plan area
(both of regional importance)
1) the remains of a farmstead at Glen of Screel Burn
2) the cairn on the summit of Screel Hill

The PAWS site around the car park currently 
offers a 'big tree' feel on arrival.  Need to balance 
visitor experience with conservation targets. 

Screel Hill, Potterland and Doach woodland 
are all significant features in the local landscape.  
Forest design must retain their distinctive character.
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
