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'/ The potential impacts of DNB at Roseisle are \
significant given the sites reliance on pine species,
and the objective in the previous plan of expanding

the area of pine. Given recreational users appreciation

of a stable, unchanging forest environment, then
disease impacts and associated management
activities could reduce the recreational value of the
forest in the short to medium term. Increasing forest
resilience is therefore a key consideration not only for
recreation, but also for ecological, protection and
\ production objectives,
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The change in operational use of the MOD
site has reduced the current significance
of radar issues which were previously being
considered.
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
