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2 Car parks, an all-ability route, and many other forest walks

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High level of recreational use due to increasing settlements

The River Nairn is important for salmonids
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Tourist Information Centre and car park
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Power lines crossing the forest

Forest very visible from A9

Stone quarry is prominent in the landscape and is expanding in size
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Risk of flooding in residential areas to the south

FLS have formal recreation facilities in this area; 
way-marked trails are part of a wider network of informal tracks and paths;
they also provide links to the National Cycle Network
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Car Park
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High recreational use
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Inventory Battlefiield of Culloden sits within this block

All Culloden Woodlands are used extensively by badgers and red squirrels

Area increasingly well used by local residents
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Callout
Intensive wind blow for the last 10 years; largely felled 
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Callout
Area well used for recreation by local residents
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Callout
Elevated trail with potential for great views into the Beauly Firth and to the city

Eastern face highly visible from Inverness  and surrounding area
