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The block is underlain by soils with
poor or very poor nutrient status.

The age structure of the block is very
limited with mostly mature crops.

The species, site conditions and past
management make LISS management 

suitable across the site.

There is a well used car park and recreation
trail with associated visitor zones.

Scheduled monument within the woodland.
A prehistoric ritual and funerary henge.

Cutties Hillock SSSI. A disused quarry 
that has yielded unique reptile fossils. 

Most open ground within
the block is associated with
the powerline wayleaves.

Part of the neighbouring broadleaved
woodland is a upland oakwood SSSI.
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
