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Steep ground has awkward acute angled areas,
and O/H power line further divides these areas.
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Haulage traffic will have to use
the road from the South, as there
a is no access through Glenfarg
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‘ Newhill was bought to maximise productive
conifer planting where possible, but some
of the site has issues not in line with this
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A narrow single track public road runs
through the middle of Newhill and
conifers adjacent will feel out of scale
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Boundary runs along ridge line and is
likely to be affected by prevailing wind
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West Bank Burn is rated ‘poor’ by
SNH and needs protecting from run
off from any future conifer planting
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Planting on Newhill may be prominent from
M90 due to its position within the extensive
number of grazed fields on the face of the Ochils
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
