This Decision Notice relates to the asset transfer request made by Balmacara Community Trust 
(BCT) on 19 January 2024 in relation to 9.2 hectares of land known as Balmacara Campsite 
shown on the indicative plan annexed, “the disposal area”. 
 
Forestry and Land Scotland has decided to agree to the request. 
 
The reasons for this decision are as follows: 

• BCT has demonstrated a viable business case for reinstatement and investment in the 
campsite through a 25 year lease to Reraig Caravan and Camping for part of the site. 

• This will allow BCT to manage the majority of the site for community amenity and 
biodiversity. 

• The site is important to local residents for recreation, and BCT also plan to create a space 
for community events and outdoor education activities for the local primary school.
