Som e areas along  the Glen  floor rem ain problem atic for ac cess,
with fairly lim ited volu m es, powerlines  and steep roc ky slopes
constraining  ac cess and  inc reasing  cost/u nit h arvested.

Opportu nity:
Link with  proposed new forest road  in Cru ac h Tarbeirt. The
proposed link road  larg ely passes th rou g h  stand ing  prod u ctive
tim ber wh ic h  red u ces the am ou nt of “dead  g rou nd ” requ ired  to
establish  the link.

Constraints:
Abstraction & obstru ctions to fish passag e are factors ou tsid e the
control of the LMP th at im pact on the waterc ou rse. Areas of
com m erc ial forestry ou twith  the LMP oc c u r along  the waterc ou rse.

Objective 4:
Im proving   the statu s of the Allt Coireg rog ain (c u rrently Bad
ec olog ic al potential) where th is is d u e to forestry.

Opportu nity:
Forestry h as been id entified  as one factor red u c ing  the statu s of
the waterc ou rse, th is can be am eliorated by stand ard  g ood  forestry
practice following  the UKFS at restru ctu ring . In ad d ition the long er
term  aspiration to convert su bstantial areas of the area to NBL
cou ld  be expected to fu rth er enh ance the riparian environm ent.

Constraints:
Manag em ent d iffic u lt d u e to slopes, lim ited road  ac cess along  Glen
floor & terrain rou g h ness. SS u nd erstorey developing  with  d eer
pressu re selectively favou ring  SS.

Objective 3:
Manag em ent of m atu re NS areas to ensu re c ontinu ity as R ed
Squ irrel h abitat.

Opportu nity:
Matu re NS with h ig h  biod iversity & land sc ape valu e partic u larly for
R ed  Squ irrel. Sheltered site with g ood  rooting  and  c rop area
healthy and not m oribu nd  or wind blown.
