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Dallas: LMP Summary

The Dallas Land Management Plan (LMP) comprises of four forestry blocks, the Hill of the
Wangie, Gallow Hill, Hillockhead and Mill Buie, covering 577 hectares (ha) Figure 1.

In terms of designations, 8.5 ha of the Hill of Wangie is part of the Kellas Oakwood SSSI. There is
24.3 ha of PAWS mostly in Hillockhead, and 273.3 ha of the whole plan area is woodland of Long
Established of Plantation Origin (LEPO).

Analysis of the available information has led to the following objectives for the Dallas LMP area.
