Pannanich forms the 
backdrop to Ballater.

The river Dee SAC  is designated for 
salmon, otter and the fresh water 

pearl mussel.

These forests are important habitat site for 
capercaillie on Deeside. They include two 
lek sites which are monitored each spring.

Areas of old growth Scots pine
with natural regeneration.

The ground water here is 
the source of water for the 
neighbouring bottling plant.

The PAWS has good potential
for restoration to native woodland.

Area north of the powerlines has 
shallow soils on rock and scree and

the tree cover has established 
predominantly by natural regeneration.

The recreation infrastructure
 radiates out from the car park.

Extensive areas of Juniper are
 found along the wayleaves, road
margins and sporadically through 

the plantation. 

The forest is part of the Muir of Dinnet
SSSI designated for its geology. There 
are good examples of ice sheet decay 

including eskers and kettleholes.

Sitka Spruce has been removed from 
bog areas. Birch, willow and Scots Pine 

have been retained to enhance the
bog woodland.Rare populations of dragonfly and danselfly 

have been recorded on and around  the lochans.
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There are several rocky 
outcrops within the block.

The trees are less stable
where they grow on steep 
slopes with shallow soils.

Rabbits are a barrier
to establishment in 
areas of the forest.

Birch naturally regenerates
freely within open areas

of the forest.

Important and sensitive flora and 
fauna are found in some areas.

The whole of Inver forest and the surrounding
area is within both an Environmentally Sensitive
Area (ESA) and a National Scenic Area (NSA).
