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Native wet woodland:
Downy birch, common alder and willow,
with occasional other native broadleaf.
Low desity, including 50% open space 
in riparian zones

Productive broadleaf, restored soils:
Blocky mix of birch, aspen, and 
occassional other mixed broadleaf.
Planted at productive desity to 
produce firewood from first rotation

Native broadleaf (W11 NVC) on original brown earth:
Blocky mix of native broadleaf at wide spacing.
Oak, birch, hazel, rowan, wild cherry, hawthorn

Productive conifer on restored soils:
Intimate mix with Sitka spruce and common alder 
nurse to aid continued recovery of restored soils

Productive conifer mix on original peaty gley:
Restock existing plantation with sitka spruce and
lodgepole pine mix, which will tollerate the site's 
peaty soils and high exposure

Woodland removal

Open space and wet woodland
