Largely wide, firm and 
smooth gravel and 
sandy surface. Generally 
flat with some long 
moderate slopes and 
short steep sections. 
Includes some steps up 
to the viewing platform.

A gentle wander through pretty pine and birch 
woodland, and around the Gravel Pit Ponds.

Wind through the pine-covered sand dunes to the 
viewing tower on Hill 99 for a ‘squirrel’s eye’ view 
over the forest and across the Moray Firth.
